3. Deliver trauma focused therapeutic support
4. Participate in regular supervision of therapeutic work (REACT does not fund the costs associated with external supervision)

5. Maintain continued professional development in the field of Counselling / Psychotherapy
6. Keep appropriate records and provide written records of the work as required
7. Maintain confidentiality and work within the boundaries of the data protection act and safeguarding legislation
8. Comply with REACT policies and procedures
9. Work autonomously and take responsibility for managing own caseload

Personal Specification

Sessional Counsellors / Psychotherapists must meet all the personal specification criteria:
1. A recognised Counselling and/or Psychotherapy qualification (Minimum Diploma Level)

2. A recognised qualification in CBT and/or EMDR (or equivalent) 
3. Minimum of 4 year’s paid post qualification Counselling / Psychotherapy practice
4. Minimum of 3 year's experience of working with PTSD and trauma related mental health issues (Preferable in relation to the NI Conflict)
5. A working understanding of needs assessment and risk management

6. Minimum 500 supervised post qualification practice hours

7. Experience of short-term counselling

8. Valid Public Liability and Professional Indemnity

9. Accreditation with a recognised body – for example BACP, IACP, ACC
