Role and Responsibilities
1. To work directly with victims of the NI Conflict to provide individual reflexology, accupuncture and massage sessions

2. Complete MYMOP assessments and provide written records of the work as required 
3. Maintain confidentiality and work within the boundaries of the data protection act and safeguarding legislation

4. Comply with REACT policies and procedures

5. Work autonomously and take responsibility for managing own work
6. Evaluate own work and contribute to the evaluation of the overall effectiveness of the service

7. Liaise as required with other members of staff  about the management of programme
8. REACT will provide towels, therapist chair and bed. It will be the responsibility of the therapist to maintain clean towels.
